Forensic Service Agreement – 
 

Forensic Services Agreement

Services to be billed at standard forensic rate ($250.00/hr.)

1. Review of all prior records including any prior evaluations, depositions, case notes, police reports, hospitalization records etc.

2. Literature searches and examination of literature as required to prepare direct testimony or to aid in cross-examination of other experts.

3. Preparation of direct testimony including written reports and attorney conferences as required.

4. Examination of patient(s) including travel to and from evaluation site, direct examination, test scoring and interpretation time, and write up time.

5. Conferences as required with collateral informants of any kind.

6. Conferences as required with prior evaluators, including examination of prior testing materials they have obtained, if any.

Services Billed at “In Court” Rate ($500.00/hr.)

1. Travel to and from and attendance at trial, deposition or hearing.  If air travel out of state is required time will be billed at the rate of $2500.00 per half and $5000.00 per full day plus airfare, hotel and other required expenses.
2. Time reserved for attendance at trial, deposition, or hearing if not canceled 48 hours in advance.

3. Direct testimony.

4. Aid in preparing attorney for cross-examination of opposing experts, if requested.

5. Conferences with attorney during trial or hearing or deposition, as requested.

6. Any conferences with judge or opposing counsel during period of trial or hearing, as requested.

7. Aid during time of trial/hearing/deposition with any proposed settlement negotiations.

8. Special “rush” service requests such as emergency requests for a report over a weekend.
9. Time involved in correction of deposition transcripts, and notarizing/returning same.
Services which are free of charge

1. Literature searches for things I think I should already know.

2. Phone conferences with attorneys of less than 15 minutes duration.

3. Phone conferences to schedule events of the case, unless over 15 minutes duration.

 Reimbursable Expenses (Billed at actual cost)

1. Clerical time for preparation of materials required at trial, hearing or deposition.

2. Meals and lodging during evaluation, hearing and trial if required.

3. Phone or fax expenses beyond usual and customary, during evaluation, hearing and trial if required.

4. Any airline/hotel costs incurred for the case in question.

Should a settlement be reached, or a plea agreement arranged in a criminal matter, payment would still be expected for all services rendered prior to this event.  No testimony or deposition will occur unless the time reserved for it is paid in advance, or there is a clear agreement from a State Agency to cover such costs.  No report or expert disclosure shall be released until any balances due are paid in full.

The party or the party’s attorney will provide a retainer of $3000.00.  Services will be billed against this retainer.  Should Dr. Kinsler be unable to offer services after a file review, up to 50% of the retainer shall be returned. When the initial retainer has been exhausted, the clients will provide an additional payment to keep the retainer current.  Billing will be rendered at those times that a significant number of services have been performed. Invoices are due on receipt. Unused retainer balances become the property of Dr. Kinsler after twelve months of inactivity on any account.  A 1% per month interest charge will be applied to amounts aged over 30 days.
